Getting There

Biddulph is part of the Staffordshire Moorlands district in the
north west corner of Staffordshire, with Stoke-on-Trent to the
south. The A527 is adjacent to the town and provides access to
Congleton in the north and Newcastle-under-Lyme and Junction
16 of the M6 to the south via the A500. It’s within easy reach of
the renowned Peak District National Park.

Parking

Sainsburys (Wharf Road ST8 6AJ) offer free parking for 3 hours for
their customers. Staffordshire Moorlands District Council manage
a fee-paying car park on Wharf Road (ST8 6AG). There are 137
spaces, open from 8am to 6pm, with a fee being charged from
9.30am to 3.30pm Monday to Saturday (parking is free on
Sundays & public holidays). The car park ticket machines accept
5p, 10p, 20p, 50p, £1 and £2 coins, but do NOT give change. Up to
1 hour costs 60p, up to 2 hours 80p, up to 3 hours £1 and up to 10
hours £1.80. Parking is free for disabled badge holders (up to 10
hours).
